Troop 30 camps monthly throughout the year and provides opportunities to participate on many additional outings, usually including backpacking, hiking, canoeing, mountain biking and two summer camps.

The Scout plans his advancement and progresses at his own pace as he overcomes each challenge. The Scout is rewarded for each achievement, which helps him gain self-confidence.
